2. In section 2 of the Utar Pradesh Public Services (Reservation for Physically
Handicapped, Dependants of Freedom Fighters and Ex-Servicemen) ‘Act, 1993 hereinafter
referred to as the principal Act, for clause (¢) the following clause shall be substituted, namely :-

"(e) Physical disability means the disabilities as spéciﬁed in the Schedule
appended to this Act."

3. In section 3 of the principal Act, in sub-section ( 1) for clause (i) the followmg clause
shall be substituted, namely :- . N ‘

"(if) In such public services and posts as the State Governmen! may, by
notification, identify not less than four percent, of the total number of vacancies in
the cadre strenglh in each group of posts meant to be filled with persons with
benchmark. disabilities of which, one percent each shall be reserved for persons
with benchmark disabilities under clauses (a), (b) and () and one percent for
persons ‘with benchmark disabilitics under clauses () and (e), namely:——~

(a) blinduess and low vision;
(b) deaf and hard of hearing;

(c) locomotor disability including cerébral palsy, leprosy cure&,
dwarfism, acid attack victims dnd 1nuscular dystrophy;

(d) autism, intellectual disability, specxfc learning dlSdblll[y and
mental illness; . :

(e) multiple disabilities from amongst persons under clauses (&) to (d)
including deaf-blindness in the posts identified for each disabilities. "

4. In the principal Act, the following schedule shall be inserted at the end .

(c) "dwarfism" means a medical or genetic condition resulting in an adult heipht of 4 feet

10 inches (147.centimeters) or less;

(d) "muscular dystrophy” means a group of hereditary genetic musck disease that weakens

the muscles that move the human bodyand puqons with multiple dysrrophy have incorrect and
missing information in their genes, which prevents them from making the proteins they need for
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healthy muscles. It is characterised by progressive skeietal muscle weakness, defects in muscle

proteins, and the death of muscle cells and tissues;
(e) "acid attack victims" means a persoh disfigured due to violent assaults l;y throwing of
acid or similar corrosive sqbslance.
B. Visual impairnnent— ' .
(@) "blindness" means a condition where a pérson has any of the following conditions, after
best correction— ' : ’
(¢) total absence of sight; or : ;
(#) visual acuity less than 3/60 or less than 107200 (Snellen) in the better eye with
best possible correction; or
(itf) limitation of the ficld of vision suble'nding an angle of less than 10 degree.

(k) “low-vision" means 2 condition where a person has any of the following conditons,
namely, — - -

() visual acuity not exceeding 6/18 or less than 20/60 upto 3/60 or upte 10/200

{Snellen) in the batter eye with best possible corrections; or (i) limitation of the field of

vision subtending an angle of less than 40 degree up to 10 degree.

C. Hearing impairment—

o (a) "deaf” means persons having 70 DB hearing loss in spesch frequencies in hoth ears;
. (b) "hard of hearing" means person having 60 DB to 7¢ DB hearing loss in speech
frequencies in both ears. , ' '

D. "speech and lasguage disability” means a permanent disability arising out of conditions such as
laryngectomy or aphasia affecting one or mote components of spzech and language due 10 organic or
neurological causes. ' *

2. Intellectual disability, a condition characterised by signiticant limitation both in intellectual functioning

(reasoning, lzaming, problem solving) and in adaptive behaviour which covers a range of every day,
social ana practical skills, including— '

(a) "specific leamming disabilities” means a heterogencous group of conditions wherein
there is a deficit in processing language, spoken or written, that may manifest itself as a difficulty
to comprehend, speak, read, write, spell, or 1o do mathematical calculations and includes such
conditions as perceptual disabilities, dyslexia, dysgraphia, dyscalculia, dyspraxia and
“developmental aphasia; ‘ ’ :

(b) "autism spectrum disorder” means a neuro-developnwnial condition typically appearing
in the first three years of life that significantly affects a person’s ability to communicate,
understand relationships and relate 1o others, and is frequently associated with unusal or

o stereotypical rituals or behaviours. . . '

3. Meutal behaviour,— : v

“mental illness" means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood, berccption, orientation or
memory that grossly impairs judgment, behaviour, capaciy to recognise reality or ability to meet
the midinary demands of life, but does not include retardation which is a conditon of arrested or
inconplete development of mind of a person, specially characterised by subnormality of
intelligence. .

4. Disability caused due to—

“{a) chronic neurological conditions, such as— .

(i} "multiple sclerosis” means an inflammatory, nervous system disease in which the
myelin sheaths.around the axons of nerve cells of the biain and spinal cord are damaged, leading
to demyeclination and affecting the ability of nerve cells in the braii, and spinal cord to
conmuanunicaie with each other;

(if) "parkinson's disease" means a progressive disease of the nervous system marked by
tremor, muscular rigidity, and slow, imprecise movement, chiefly affecting middle-aged and
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elderly people associated w1th degeneration ofthe basal panglia of the brain and a deﬁcnency of
the neumtmmmmer dopamine. -
(6) Blood disorder—
(/) "hacmophilia" means an inheritable dlsease usually af'fecnng only ma[e bu -
“transniitted by women ‘to their male children, chasacterised by loss or impairment of the
normal clotting ability ofblood so that a minor wound may result in fatal bleeding;
) "thalassemia” means a group of inherited disorders characterised by reduced or
absent amounts of haemoglobin. ' ' .
(m') "sickle cell disease" means a henmiy!k disorder churacterised by chronic anemia,
painful events, and various complications due to associated tissue and organ damage;
Explanation :~ "hemolytic” refers to the destruction of the cellmemhrane of md
- blood cells resulting in the release of haemoglobin, '
5. Maltiple Disabilities (more than one of the Bbove specified disabilities) inctuding deaf blindness
' which means a candition in which a person rnay have combination of heering and visual impairments
causing scvere cornmunication, developmental, and educational problems.
6. Any other category as may be notified by the State Government.”

STA'T EMENT OF ORIECTS AND REASONS

The Uttar Pradesh Public Services (Res:arvation for Physically Handicapped, Dependents of
Freedom Fighters and Lx-servicemen) Act, 1993 has been.enacted to provide for reservation of posts in
favovr-of physicafly handicapped, dependents of freedom fighters ‘and ex-servicemen. In clause (¢) of
section 2 of the said Act the words “physically. handicapped” bave been defined and clause (i) of
sub-section (1) of section 3 of the said Act provides that in such public services and posts in connection
with the affairs of the State, the State Government may, by notification, identify one percent of vacancies
each for person sufferirig from (@) blindness and low vision, (b) hearing impairment; and (¢) locomotors
disability or cerebral palsy. ’ B

The Rights ol Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016, has been enacted by the Government of India
in which the words *persons with disability” have been defined. ‘

It has been decided to amend the Uttar Pradesh Public Services (Reservation for Physically
Handicapped, Dependents of Freedom Fighters dnd Ex-Servicemen) Act, 1993 to make the provisions of
. the said Act identical to the provisions of the said Central Act with respect Lo the persons with disabilities. -

Since the Stale Legislature was not in session and immediate Legislative action was necessary o
implement the aforesaid decision, the Uttar Pradesh Public Services (Reservation For.Physically Handicapped, .
chcndants of Freedom Fighters and Ex-Servicemin; (Amendment) Ordinance, 2018 (U.P. Ordinance no. 11 of -
2018) was pramulgaied by the Governar an Inly 23, 201R.

This Bill is introduced to the mplaoe the aforesaid Ordinance .
